 4.Regulations
The competitions will be governed by CISM regulations:
· CISM Policy Manual and Procedures
· Specific Regulations for Skiing.
· International Biathlon Union (IBU), Event and competition rules
· International Ski Federation (FIS).
No points for FIS ranking will be conferred. 


  5. Competition 

The CISM International Skiing Tournament 2016 will be organized in the framework of the “Friendship Trophy” planned in the Alpine Troops Skiing Championship. A separate classification will be defined for CISM Tournament participants (opened only to CISM member nations). The following competitions are scheduled: 
· Giant Slalom (Males/Females);
· Cross Country, skating technique (Males: 15 Km race; Females: 10 Km race); team sprint “open”.
· Biathlon Patrol - Males (or Males/Females): 25 Km race + shooting (cal. 0.22”); Females: 15 Km race + shooting (cal. 0.22”);
· Ski Mountaineering.
Each Representative can enroll two Teams, female and male, in particular:
a. Female
 Giant Slalom: three athletes;
 Cross Country 10kms.: three athletes;
 Biathlon Patrol: four athletes;
 Mountaineering Ski: three athletes.
b. Male
 Giant Slalom: three athletes;
 Cross Country 15 km.: three athletes;
 Biathlon Patrol: four athletes;
 Mountaineering Ski: three athletes
The best two final results of each category are considered to calculate the final classification. 
For each competition only individual classification will be prized. A CISM Trophy will be awarded to the best participant nation.

 6. Conditions of stay
During their stay in Val di Susa/Val Chisone (Sestriere, Pragelato e Cesana Torinese, Claviere) the missions will be guests of the Italian Armed Forces from 26 to 30 January 2016. 
Board and lodging will be at the expense of the organizer.
Extra expenses, including telephone, additional drinks, laundry, etc., are to be paid by the consumers. Travelling expenses to the points of arrival (Turin Airport in case of flight) are on expenses of the participating nations. The organization will take care of the internal transportation from the POAs to destination and within the competition venues. 

7. Medical Support:
The organizer will take care of first aid medical support at the competition site. Further cost incurred for medical support (hospitalizations, surgical operations or special treatments, repatriation in case of illness or accidents) are to be borne by the participants. 

8. How to travel to Val di Susa/Val Chisone
· International Airport  of TURIN. 
· Rail road station of  TURIN or AOSTA


 9. Customs Formalities
All weapons brought to Italy must be included in the list, in compliance with annex 2b.

10. Weather conditions
In January temperature can range from as high as 18ºC to as low as -15ºC. Snow: high probability. Snow chains or snow tyres are mandatory in case of snow.

11. Uniforms

The participating missions are obliged to be in uniform (winter dress) during the stay on the scheduled events such as the opening and closing ceremonies. Sport attire marked with country name may be worn outside ceremonial events. We kindly request the delegations to bring one national flag and 1 CD with your national anthem.

13. Further information
The invitation to take part to the competition will be sent by the LOC (Italian Alpine Troops Command) also through the diplomatic channel (Military Attaché of the respective country in Italy). So before sending the agreement of participation it is advisable to enter in contact with the respective mountain troops sport center in order to coordinate the participation of the mission. 

14. Military Status
Competitors must be military personnel on active duty in the Armed forces of their respective country.

COMMITMENT BY THE CHIEF OF MISSION

The undersigned, Chief of Mission declare that he has read the Article 3.28. of the CISM Policy
Manual and moreover understood the following prescriptions:


A. Chief of Mission

1. Chiefs of Mission shall be familiar with CISM regulations.

2. Missions must not only participate or be present at sports events, they are also required to participate in information conferences on CISM, study days, commemorative and cultural events and ceremonies organized by the host nation.

B. Conduct of a mission

1.The Chief of Mission is responsible for the behavior of his team in sports and general discipline. He shall ensure that members of his mission respect the rules and directives prescribed by CISM and organizers of the championship. The respect of schedules is particularly important as they form the basis for the effective conduct of competitions and ceremonies. Instances of indiscipline or poor sportsmanship will be handled by Championship officials and may result in the disqualification of individual athletes or teams.

2.The Chief of Mission shall also enforce the rules concerning behavior and dress during the ceremonies. He plays an important role in promoting the CISM spirit among his mission, a spirit represented by friendly attitude towards other missions, courtesy towards organizers and fair-play in competition. The mission, who does not wear military uniforms during the opening ceremony of a Championship, will not be authorized to take part in the Championship. The Official CISM Representative will communicate this decision.

3.In conformity with the Statutes and traditions of CISM, any political or religious action during a CISM event, in particular the dissemination of propaganda documents, pictures, brochures, reviews, etc, is strictly forbidden. Any contravention shall result the exclusion of the mission from further competition.
